In this
manner, the Board cultivates public trust and safety by ensuring the
State of Oregon is served by naturopathic professionals providing the
highest standards of care.

Naturopathic medicine is a unique and distinct system of health care
that emphasizes the use of prevention and natural therapeutics. The
doctors who practice naturopathic medicine, called naturopathic
physicians, are trained to serve as primary care general practitioners
who are experts in the prevention, diagnosis, management, and
treatment of both acute and chronic health conditions.
